 Community Epidemiological Profile Requirements and Outline
1. Community profile requirements and recommendations
· SEOWs are required to select ONE community for profiling 
· We encourage SEOWs to create profiles for more than one community. If you intend to generate profiles for multiple communities; we recommend you focus on at least one SPF SIG and one non-SPF SIG funded community in your state/jurisdiction/tribe (N/A for SEOWs with no former SPF SIG).  
· Community can be defined geographically (region, county, city) or demographically (18-25 year olds, based on race/ethnicity, etc.) - this should be clearly stated while defining your community in the profile
· SEOWs are expected to follow similar process (indicator selection, profiling, etc.) for developing community profile as they did for state profile (ref: Epidemiological profile guidance document attached)
· We understand that community profiles may be guided by data availability and target community needs and may vary across communities.

· While the purpose of state profile is to develop a comprehensive data guide and reference document; the focus of community profile is to disseminate key data to communities in a user-friendly format. 

· We recommend concise and user-friendly formats like fact-sheets, data-briefs, etc. for community profiles (SEOWs can also submit a detailed comprehensive community guide as per target audience needs)
