· Data Sources, Indicators and Selection Criteria
· Table of key data sources and indicators that you intend to include in the profile (with brief details on the source/indicators)

· Brief section in the body of the report that describes your SEOW’s selection/elimination process for key indicators to be included in the profile

· Body of Report (Data)
· Section 1 – Key substance abuse consequences and consumption patterns
· Should include key alcohol, tobacco and other drug related indicators

· Should incorporate life-span approach – i.e. data on all age-groups

· Section 2 – Key risk/protective/intervening/other indicators that you think are associated with substance abuse and mental/behavioral issues in your state/jurisdiction/tribe
· Section 3 – Key mental/behavioral health indicators that you think are worth tracking
· Data Limitations and Gaps
· Acknowledges limitations and gaps of the data provided (and the profile in general) to assist the reader in fully understanding the data presented 

· Conclusion

· Brief section on key interpretations/take-home message
· Appendices
